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NSW - 175,000 new training places in new federal-state scheme

In a new federal-state scheme, NSW will create 175,000 additional training places for school leavers, underskilled workers and
job seekers over the next four years. This means a 20% increase in apprenticeships and trainee positions.

This is designed to target areas where skilled workers are needed.

Managed funds are down 7%

Consolidated funds of superannuation decreased by 8%, life insurance offices decreased by 8%, cash management trusts
decreased by 2% and common funds decreased by 2%.

NSW - Special public holiday after Christmas confirmed

NSW will have a special public holiday this year to make up for Boxing Day falling on a Saturday.

The Public Holiday has not yet been gazetted, but it will take place on Monday 28th December 2009.

Government talking to banks to ensure credit is flowing to firms

The Rudd government is in discussions with Australian banks to ensure credit isn’t being denied to stable but cash strapped local
businesses. Mr. Swan urged businesses that thought they had been dealt with “harshly and unfairly” by the banking system to
get in touch with the government.

Government working on new jobs package

The federal government is working on a new jobs and training package, including a plan to subsidise apprentice wages by up to
a third.
